Rules:

1. We will follow directions the first time they are given.

2. We will show respect to others. (Avoid teasing, bullying, name calling and gestures)
3. We raise our hand and wait to be called on to speak or get out of our seats.
4. We will keep hands, feet and other objects to ourselves.
5. We will follow the three S’s on school property when walking in a line. (Single, Straight, Silent) Walk on the right side of the hall.
Consequences:
1. First time is just a warning.

2. Second time their color is changed to yellow and they lose their reward for the day.

3. Third time their color is changed to orange and they lose 10 minutes of playtime, free time, computer time or time designated by the teacher

4. Fourth time their color is changed to red and the parent is informed in their red folder with a note/call home.

5. If the child consistently ends the day on red the teacher will follow up with a phone call or conference with the parent.

6. Further problems would result in a recommendation for assistance from the guidance counselor.

7. Last resort is a referral to the office.
